YELLOWSTONE 
NATIONAL PARK
A half-day’s drive south of 

Wilderness Club, Yellowstone 

National Park is America’s oldest 

and most famous national park. 

Yellowstone is one of the planet’s 

most active geothermal areas – over 

half of the world’s geysers are there –  

and home to Old Faithful. You 

probably won’t see Yogi Bear here, 

but you might catch a glimpse of 

grizzlies, bison and elk.

GLACIER  
NATIONAL PARK
One of the world’s most stunningly 

beautiful national parks, Glacier 

National Park is also one of the most 

unique. Named a UNESCO World 

Heritage Site – Glacier Waterton 

International Peace Park bridges the 

border between Canada and the U.S. 

with hundreds of miles of pristine 

cross-country skiing, hiking and 

mountain biking trails surrounded by 

epic mountain views.
